There is sonme good news and sone bad news on the econonic
front. The good news is that the National Pea |nprovenment Associ a-
tion once again authorized a grant of $500 to help neet the costs
of publishing the PNL. W are truly grateful for that. The bad
news is that our operating costs continue to rise. Qur yearly
treasurer's report does not reflect the labor costs for clerica
and secretarial services, nuch of which the departnent has absorbed,
These include expenses associated with bookkeeping, typing, proof-
readi ng, correspondence, etc. It is now clear, however, that
the PGA itself will have to assune a greater share of the costs.
Ruefully, therefore, | announce an increase in dues from $2.00
per annumto $3.00. Before taking effect, however, the suggested
increase will have to be ratified by the coordinating commttee
An additional expense this year involves re-printing Vol. 10,
the stocks of which are nearly exhausted. W hope the increase
in dues will not pose undue hardship or weaken menber support.

A team of Cornell administrators recently returned from a
working tour to the People's Republic of China. One aimof the
visit was to establish contacts between Cornell and various
academ c institutions in China with the view toward scholarly
ties. W have attenpted to follow up on sone of the contacts
that were nade by sending conplenentary copies of PNL 10 to the
following institutions in China: Beijing Acadeny of Agricultural
Science, Beijing Agricultural University, and Janjing Agricultura
Coll ege. Through this initial effort, perhaps it will be possible
to identify scientists working with peas and ultimately to |ead
to a fruitful exchange of information.

It would be desirable to provide our readers with an up-to-
date bibliography of genetic and cytogenetic literature on Pisum
To acconplish this, we'll need uncombn cooperation or outright
benefi cence. | beseech anyone who keeps a conprehensi ve and
current file of literature references to nmake it available to
us for duplication. The sinplest and nost direct solution would
be to transfer a conputer record. There are several less satis-
factory approaches that would involve the participation of nore
i ndividuals, but the nost inmportant first step is to get an expres-
sion of nenmber interest. I's anyone willing to share the fruits
of his or her toil? Incidentally, we continue to look for a
volunteer to prepare a cross-referenced index.

Again it is a pleasure to acknow edge and appl aud the un-
stinting efforts and unceasing energies of Ms. Fran Van Kirk,
our highly regarded clerk and jack-of-all-trades. She is, from
this vantage point, the PGA's nost val uable resource.
